Mistake #1: “ God'swill ishidden.”

Christians use the terminology “ I’ ve found God's
will,” or “I"ve discovered God' swill.” Thisisnot to
imply that God’swill islost, or that God hides it
from us and watchesto seeif we find it. By these
statements the Christian means he has learned or
become convinced as to what God’swill isfor his
lifein aparticular area.

Mistake #2: “WEell, thisis something | really want
to do, so it can’t possibly be God’ swill.”

Don't plan your life and pray for God to ratify it. He
is not in the rubber-stamping business. It may sound
spiritual to say, “ God, I’'mgoing to be a
businessman and make a lot of money to give to
You,” but it doesn’t impress God.

E. Mistake #5: “ 1’ ve disobeyed the Lord. | missed His
will sometime ago, and now I’m doomed to
‘second best.’”

The Bible doesn’t support thisidea.

V. GOD'SWRITTEN WILL

Much of God'swill is aready reveaed in the Word of
God; so start there. It isrecorded in black and white, just
waiting for you to read it and respond to it. God will not
make known to you His specific, unwritten will if you are
unwilling to follow His general, recorded will. Hiswill is
written in positive and negative commands.

A. Positive and Negative Commands

An example of anegative command isfoundin 2
Corinthians 6:14. God says, “ Be ye not unequally
yoked together with unbelievers....” Onething this
means is that a Christian is not to marry an
unbeliever. Hiswill is clear on this matter and no
amount of praying will convince God to change His
mind. God has said “yes’ to some things and “no”
to others. Know and accept Hisruling in these
matters.

B. General Traitsof Life

There are six clear traits that God wants in each of
us. He says, “ Thisis my will for you.” Make sure
these six attributes are true of your life.

B. Here are seven signposts to follow in discovering

God' s specific will.

1 Signpost #1 — The Word of God. Though
you may not find a specific verse or passage
of Scripture that fits your life situation, you
can probably find a specific Biblical
principle. According to Psalm 119:105, the
Wordof Godisa“L___  unto my feet
andaL___ _ untomy path.” God will
NEVER lead you contrary to His Word.

2. Signpost #2 — Prayer. According to James
1.5, if welack wisdomwe areto A__
O__ G___ .If wedo, how will God
respond?

God answers every prayer, even your prayer
for direction.
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Christian author Paul Little explainsit
thisway: “ Aswe pray, God often gives us a
conviction by the Holy Spirit which deepens,
despite new information, to an increasing
sense of rightness or oughtness about a
course of action....”

3. Signpost #3 — Godly counsel. In Proverbs
11:14, what does God say isin amultitude
of counselors?s
Among these “multitude of counselors’ are
your spiritual leaders. If they believe the
literal Word of God then through their
preaching and teaching God will give you
direction. Christian friends will give you
practical advice.

4. Signpost #4 — Circumstances. God does
direct through circumstances, but He does
not place as much emphasis on them as
many Christians do. He has lead in this way

through closed and open doors. On hisfirst
missionary journey Paul attempted to go to
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Asiaand Bithynia. God closed the doors and
opened a door to go to Troas and
Macedonia. Hence, the gospel went to
Europe and America. (See the dotted line on
the map above where Paul was stopped by
the Holy Spirit.)

David Livingston, the great English
missionary that opened up the continent of
Africa, was on hisway to China until God
closed that door. His achievements were so
magnanimous that when he died in Africa
the queen of England had his body retrieved
and buried in Westminster Abbey.

Signpost #5 — Common sense. According to
2 Timothy 1:7, God has given us power,
loveandaS M __ . Thisis
adisciplined, self-controlled mind. God
expects us to use the mental faculties He has
given us. Do you control what your mind
feeds upon and what you put init? If you fill
your mind with the world’ s garbage don’t
expect to have good spiritual sense.

Signpost # 6 — Personal desires and
giftedness. Get the thought out of your mind
that God wants you to do something very
unattractive and uninteresting. He had given
you certain abilities and interests. Doesn't it
make good sense that God will probably
lead you according to the abilities He has
given you? Why would He equip you to do
something that isn’t His will for you?
According to Psalm 37:4, God gives you the
D of your heart. That is, if
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you are delighting in the Lord then you will
have God-placed desiresin you.

7. Signpost #7 — The inner witness of the Holy
Spirit. According to Romans 8:14-16, a
communication exists between the Holy
Spirit and our spirit. It is a peace that God
givesto the soul who isin communication
with Him. In Isaiah 26:3, God says He will
“keep himin perfect peacewhoseM__
issS_ onT____ ...” Why?

(verse 3).

According to Colossians 3:15, we are to let
thepeaceof GodR__  inour hearts.
This meansit governs our heart; it “sitsas
umpire” in our heart. If you are considering
acourse of action and God has given you
perfect peace about it, then confidently and
spiritually proceed. However, don’'t advance
to the neglect of the other signposts, for our
hearts are deceitful (Jeremiah 17:9). The
peace of God is the capstone of confidence
after following the other signposts. Seek to
harmonize these signposts, and you can be
assured of God' swill.

VI. PRAYER AND GUIDANCE

Read the excerpts from Does God Still Guide and evaluate your
own prayer life in reference to seeking the will of God.

LL prayerlesslife can never be a God-
guided life. That may seem too obvious to need
saying; but it is one of those axioms which, despite
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their self-evident truth, need often repeating, so low are we to act
on them. Because of its varied facets and bearings prayer isa
fascinating subject. In one sense nothing could be simpler....

Deep in our hearts, all of us know that nothing is more vital to our
spiritual development than prayer; that without it there cannot be
fellowship with God, power for effective Christian witness,
holiness of character, or any continuing divine guidance in our life.
Y et most of uslive in chronic apology and regret that we pray so
little.

Why isit, that athough we recognize the vital role of prayer, so
many of us neglect it? Reasons are not far to seek. Thefirstis
natural sluggishness against which we all have to contend....
Besidesthis, prayer isthat
spiritual exercise which
above all else Satan opposes.
Another magjor detriment to
regular prayer nowadaysis
the pitch and tempo of
modern life. Our
predecessors lived by the
sundial and the calendar. We
gadget-encircled
beneficiaries of the science
eralive by the alarm clock.
Those time-saving labor-
saving wheels and wonders
which were going to smooth
human life into new leisure
have somehow rolled twice as much to do into half the time to do
it, until for millionsin our crowded cities nearly al lilt and poisein
life are gone! For many the usual day is a non-stop “doing the next
thing next,” always to adeadline, until leisure seems a far-off
foreign shore. This creates two problemsin relation to habitual
prayer: (1) the difficulty of finding a daily period immune from
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invasion, (2) the stilling of minds which have become galvanized
into chronic hurry.

WEell, those are some of the reasons why the path of prayer is
irregularly trodden. Is there any effective counter to them? Let me
mention here at least one which has had decisive value for myself.
After much dreary experience in what has been called “the
barrenness of an overcrowded life,” | reached a point of self-
encounter at which | deliberately compelled myself to survey my
prayerless scramble objectively enough to find out once for all
what was causing the dismal spiritual failure. | asked myself: What
arelife’ s supremes?-the “first priorities’ to live for? Answers soon
came, and | let them burn into my thinking for the rest of my years
on earth.

| asked myself: Which comes first, religious service? — or knowing
God? Which has the basic importance: what | do? or what | am?
Which means more, both to God and men: quantity? — or quality?
Which means more to Christ: my work for Him? Or my prayerful
love for Him? In Christian life and service, which is the utterly
vital: ability, activity? — or inwrought holiness of character? What
would my reactions be about all these, things (I asked myself)
when at last | should meet my heavenly Master? Would | be
meeting a Master whom | recognized by His incomparable
splendor, but did not know personally (having been too busy
serving)?—or would | at last be meeting face to face One whom |
had for years known heart to heart?

With startling newness it became clear to me that all those “first
priorities” which give richest meaning to life are dependent upon
and determined by the place we give to prayer.

To others who may know “the barrenness of an overcrowded life”
| recommend a similar deliberate self-confrontation. Do not say,

“Itisuseless: | know the answers beforehand.” Y ou do not know
them dynamically until they dominate you in such away that you
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conform your whole life to them. Compel your mind slowly to
weigh and answer. Then relate the answers to your own life, home,
business, habits. Of this | am certain: you will give at |east one
answer which will align you with all the greatest saints who have
ever lived. You will answer that nothing can be more important to
your life and wellbeing than REGULAR PRAYER. Y ou will
believe this, not because others have said it, but because you have
seenit...

In the Bible there seem to be four levels of prayer indicated. It is
(1) anecessity, (2) aduty, (3) aprivilege, (4) adelight. On the first
level, prayer is ssimply but sheerly a necessity. Without it godliness
withers and the spiritual life atrophies. What air is to the lungs. or
oxygen to bodily health, prayer isto our spiritual development.
Even Bible knowledge becomes stale and lifeless apart from
prayer, just as even awell-fed body ails and dies without fresh
air.... Prayerlessnessis a spiritual grave.

Prayer is seen asamoral duty. As an expression of worshipitis
our duty to God. As ameans of intercession it isour duty to others.
Then thereisthat third level: prayer as a transcendent privilege. It
gives access to the highest of all thrones, through the costliest of
all sacrifices, with the readiest of al welcomes. But the highest
level iswhen prayer becomes our dearest delight, opening up to us
a heart-to-heart communion with God which is heaven begun
below...

Many of us need to bring thisto a practical issuein our life. It has
been truly said that for most of us the three fold problem is that of
getting (1) aquiet place, (2) aquiet time, (3) aquiet mind.

Perhaps, for some, the more disconcerting problem isto fix on a
regularly available time. Let us face up to it: for most of usthere
will be aprice to pay (let us be grateful to pay it!). At some point
there will be need for self-denial; maybe our having to let go some
weekly pleasure hour, or some nightly diversion, or some careless
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misuse of time. If we decide to make the first hour of each day our
special prayer-time, it may mean going to bed an hour earlier at
night, and getting up an hour earlier at morn. John Wesley isa
stimulating example of watching the clock at night for the sake of
that hour the next morning. Undoubtedly there are reasons why the
first hour of the day has unique advantages, but it may not be a
workable time in some circumstances. Each must decide according
to individual necessities. If it can be early morn, it should be
complemented by briefer follow-ups at noon and evening. If it
cannot betill evening there should be briefer anticipations at early
morn and noon. The vital thing isto fix the time or times and build
the habit.

Finally, we need the quiet mind. This, to some of us, may seem the
biggest difficulty of all. Oh, these non-stop minds! This up-start
imagination! This memory which persistently digs things up from
the subconscious at the wrong times! This seemingly incurable
thought-wandering during prayer! How do we acquire the “quiet
mind”? Well, thisis another place where the experience of others
can encourage us. Their testimony is, that the quiet mind develops
with the prayer habit. Will it seem too kindergarten if | offer afew
simple suggestions to those who wonder how they can fill awhole
hour with prayer? or how they can cure mind-wandering?

First: thisisagood usual order: (1) express
worship and adoration to
God; (2) then express
thanksgiving for al
your many blessings:
see Philippians 4.6,
(3) intercede for
others, whose
names you have on
awritten list, (4)
then pray for
yourself, your
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deepest needs and longings. This order saves our prayer-times
from deadly egocentricity and from interminable mere “asking’.

Second: preface your praying by briefly meditating on a passage of
Scripture. For thisit is good to be going through the Gospels or
some Epistle — a paragraph or so aday.

Third: pray steadily through an Epistle; so many verses each day;
turning every exhortation, every challenge, every promise, every
warning, into a prayer for its operation in your own life. This can
make your prayer-hour so rich, it will be much too short! Y ou will
begrudge every merciless tick of the clock!

Fourth: use your hymn book. Make alist of al the best prayer-
hymns, an pray them. Some of them will so surprise you and draw
you out in longing prayer that you will keep coming back to re-
pray them. Pray till your spiritual experienceisup to the level of
our best hymns.

To the foregoing simple recommendations | would add just two or
three more. First let intercession for others claim alarge part of
your praying. Paul did (Romans 1:9; Ephesians 1:16; Philippians
1:4; Colossians 1:9; 1 Thessalonians 1:2). Many of us would find
new liberation from captivity to trial, doubt, problems, if we
prayed more for others and less for ourselves. Remember Job
42:10. “And the Lord turned the captivity of Job when he prayed
for hisfriends’ —not for himself!

Always have one part of your prayer-period for silent listening. It
is good that much of our praying should bein either outwardly or
inwardly spoken words; but there is alanguage of the soul too deep
for actual words. Thereis aso a silence before God which speaks
even more deeply — and at the same time hears God as only silence
can. Remember young Samuel’ s words, “ Speak, Lord, for Thy
servant heareth” (1 Samuel.3:9, 10). Some of ustend continually to
transposeit: “Hear, Lord, for Thy servant speaketh.” Practice
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listening! Never forget that last, seven-fold call of the Bible: “He
that hath earsto hear, let him hear what the Spirit saith to the
Churches’ (Revelation 2, 3). God needs listeners aswell as
pleaders.

What a subject is this matter of prayer! What books have been
written on it through the centuries!

To the heart which has become habitually prayerful, guidanceis no
longer a mutable hypothesis, it isaglad certitude. That which
above all else makes guidance real and constant is areverent
familiarity with the Guide.”

VII. WHEN GOD ISSILENT

Any realistic study of divine guidance in human lives must
take into account the problem posed by divine delays.
Haven't we each asked God for needed direction, waited
briefly, and eventually concluded His delay was denial ?

Y et God wants to guide us, and He delights to observe us
walking in Hiswill. He does not deny us guidance. He may
delay answering our requests; what are His purposesin
this?

A. The Delays of Jesus

1 Delay #1 — The disciples are caught in a
tempestuous storm as they attempt to sail
across the Sea of Galilee. They'rein danger.
They verowed al night, are half way
across, and are wearied with the struggle.
Mark 6:48 records that from the land Jesus
“S them T in

them.” It was now the fourth watch (3:00-

struggle for so long?
Delay #2 — Jairus daughter is near death.
On Hisway to her bedside, Jesus pausesto
deal with asick woman. WhileHe s
“sidetracked” with her, the servants bring
this news, “ Thy daughter is dead: why
T thou the Master
any further? (Mark 5:35)” Why did Jesus
allow Himself to be detained if the girl was
so gravely ill?
Delay #3 — Mary and Martha send word to
Jesus that Lazarus is sick. Jesus respondsin
John 11:6, “When hehad heard T__ -
____ that he was sick, he abode two
days till in the same place where he was.”
Why did Jesus deliberately delay coming?

The Purposesfor Delay

These delays seem strange until we understand the
design of God.

1.

The delay was necessary to demonstrate our
Lord’ s supreme power in a never-to-be-
forgotten way.

The disciples were beaten by the storm.
Jairus' daughter was stung by death.
Lazarus's soul was captive in paradise as his
body decomposed. Jesus demonstrated
power over nature, death, and hell
(paradise).

The delay was necessary to develop faith in
the disciples.

e Our greatest discoveries and blessings
often come through our sorest trials.
Jairus, for example, thought he was
meeting Jesus the healer, but suddenly
discovered himself face to face with
God.

e Indivinedelaysthereisawaysa
gracious purpose.

So take courage dear Christian. In delayed guidance or in the midst
of trials remember Jesus words to his distraught disciples...“Be of
good cheer; itis|; be not afraid.”
